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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) compare English reading
comprehension skills before and after by using the SQ4R technique of students in St.
Joseph Thiphawan School, and 2) study the satisfaction of students in Grade 1, St.
Joseph Thiphawan School by using SQ4R technique. The samples used 29 students in
Grade 1, St. Joseph Thiphawan School, using a simple random sampling method. The
tools used to collect data were 1) lesson plan, 2) a reading comprehension
achievement test, and 3) a satisfaction questionnaire. The statistics used to analyze
the data were mean standard deviation and t-test for one group sample.

The findings revealed the following:

1. The achievement in English reading comprehension skills for Grade 1
students, their scores after school were significantly higher than before at the 0.05
level.

2. The satisfaction of Grade 1 students towards learning management using the

SQ4R technique was mostly at the highest level.

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From table |, English reading comprehension
skills Before and after school, using the SQ4R
technique of Mathayomsuksa 1 students at St
Joseph Thiphawan School, it was found that the
results in the pre-study test have a mean score of
21.31. After the Mathayom Suksa | students had
learned the achievement of all 4 sets of English
reading comprehension skills by using SQ4R
technique and took the test after school, the
Mathayom Suksa | students had higher average
scores (the mean score was equal to 24.93). When
analyzing the t-test between before and after school
was 11.337, with a statistically significant difference
at the 0.05 level. It shows that learners who study
with the English reading comprehension plan By
teaching using the SQ4R technique, the scores after
school were significantly higher than before at the
0.01 level.

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From Table 4.2, it was found that the overall
satisfaction of Grade | students at St Joseph
Thiphawan School using SQ4R technique was at the
highest level, with a mean of 4.65.
